	1. STANDARD/REQUIREMENT: 

Item P-152, Description, Item P-152, Construction Methods, and Item P-152, Method of Measurement.



	2. PROPOSED: 

Add additional sections as follows: 

To the end of Description:

“152-1.4  Contaminated Excavation. Any material or soil that produces a fuel or chemical odor, produces an oil sheen on the surface of water, has staining, contains debris or other visible indicators, or soil designated by the Port as contaminated. See Section 026100, Removal and Disposal of Contaminated Soils.”

To the end of Construction Methods:

“152-2.15  Environmental Sampling. Environmental sampling will be conducted by the Port in accordance with Section 026100, Removal and Disposal of Contaminated Soils.”

To the end of Construction Methods:

“152-2.16  Contaminated Excavation. Contaminated soil encounter during excavation shall be handled in accordance with Section 026100, Removal and Disposal of Contaminated Soils.”

To the end of Method of Measurement:

“152-3.4 Contaminated Material Excavation And Disposal. See Section 026100, Removal and Disposal of Contaminated Soils.”

	3. EXPLAIN WHY STANDARD CANNOT BE MET (FAA ORDER 5300.1E): 

Many of Port of Portland airports have been in service since the mid 1900’s, and many of the airfields at these airports were constructed of either dredge sand or other miscellaneous import fill. Because of the various sources and contents of import fill, years of industrial use, and also aircraft use, pockets of contaminated soil, particularly petroleum based, exist throughout these airfields. Remediation of contaminated soil is required per Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), and currently no specifications exist in AC 150/5370-10H to address contaminated soil.

	4. DISCUSS VIABLE ALTERNATIVES (FAA ORDER 5300.1E): 

In the Portland Metro area, there are few locations available to dispose of contaminated soil. Because the contaminated soil is required to be addressed, there are no other viable alternatives for this issue.
